Our students fared exceedingly well in the Class XII CBSE Board Examinations 2021-22. Shreya 
Bansal became the School Topper by scoring an unparalleled 98.8% in Humanities, Kunal Nandal and 
Lakshita Jain topped the Commerce stream with a fabulous 98%. Aarav Sen Mehta and Ranya Thakur 
were the joint toppers of the Science Stream with 95.4%. 52 students out of 99 students that is 53% of 
the students scored more than 90% marks.

Shreya Bansal scored a perfect 100 in Economics, Psychology and Sociology and went on to score 
perfect 200 in Psychology, Political Science and Sociology each to become the all India topper in 
CUET as well.

Kunal Nandal and Eesh Kapoor scored a 100 in Business Studies and Accountancy. Harsh Yadav, 
Prakash Gurung, Muskaan Chauhan, Rinchen Ongmu Bhutia, Pratham Syal and Ipsita Thapa scored 
a perfect 100 in Sociology whereas Raghav Gupta and Pranav Garg hit the perfect score mark in 
Accountancy. Dhriti Rana, Suryadev Khod, Lakshita Jain, Aarav Sen Mehta and Ashin Singla too 
scored a perfect 100 in Painting, Business Studies, Physical Education, Informatics Practices and 
Music respectively.

Karika Thakur was awarded High Commendation in the Virtual BiFrost Mun. 
In the St John’s MUN, Anubhuti Mohan bagged an Honourable Mention whilst in the BVCMUN 
hosted by Bhawan Vidyalaya, Chandigarh, Irtiqa Pervez received the Best Policy Paper award.
Participating against 32 schools from across the country our students deliberated in the YPSMUN 22, 
organised by YPS Patiala. 5 students were awarded High Commendations while 3 students bagged 
Special Mentions. Pinegrove School was adjudged the second-best delegation.

Pinegrove School debating team exhibited their oratorical skills and lifted the 5th Mohinder Memorial 
Bilingual Turncoat Debate trophy and Karika Thakur was adjudged the Third best speaker amongst 26 
speakers.

In the JK Kate Memorial All India Inter School Knowledge Conclave held at PPS, Nabha. Anahadhbir 
Singh won the first prize in ‘Book Review’.

Our students proved their mettle in the recently concluded 30th Sub Divisional Level Children Science 
Congress and won prizes in Junior Category Quiz Competition, Science Quiz Senior Category, 
Junior Activity Corner, Senior Activity Corner, Senior Secondary Activity Corner, Science Model, 
Mathematical Olympiad in Junior category and Mathematical Olympiad in Senior Category.
In the Creative Spark Art Competition at Solan Depangana Verma won first prize in the Junior Category 
whilst Yuvraj Sharma stood second in the Senior Category.

Our students bagged prizes in various categories in an Online IPSC Visual Art Fest hosted by RKK 
School, Jodhpur.

Srishti Chauhan represented Himachal Pradesh in recently concluded U-19 Basketball Nationals at 
Kangra conducted by Basketball Federation of India.



Competing against 12 schools in the IPSC U -14 Boys’ Basketball Tournament held at Dehradun, 
Pinegrove boys were declared Runners up. Vardaan Singh Thakur was adjudged as the Best player of 
the tournament.

Pinegrove School U-19 Boys Cricket Team proudly lifted the trophy of The Dodransbicentenniel 
Cricket League 2022 organised by The Lawrence School Sanawar. Shaurya Vansh Mehta was adjudged 
the ‘Best Batsman” while Devashish Saizal was declared the ‘Best Bowler.

This year the 
school organized and successfully completed a mountaineering expedition to the Mt. Everest Base 
Camp located at 5400 mts (approx. 18000 feet) on the South Side of Mt. Everest.
