The school is Ranked No. 1 in the State
in Academic Reputation, Quality in Education
and has bagged the top spot for the ‘Most Reputed
School’.
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Pinegrove School, hosted a 3 days Education
Leadership Retreat 2024 for School Heads,
Principals and senior Educators from across the
country, in association with the Boarding Schools
Association of India (BSAI), to provide the finest
exposure to these leaders, to shape the future of

learning, in the country.

Academic excellence remains the cornerstone
of our institution.

Our children performed exceptionally well in the
Class XII CBSE Board Examinations 2024 and
brought laurels to the institution.

Sanmeet Sharma excelled in the Commerce
stream with an amazing 96.6%.

Rohan N topped the Science stream with 95.2%.
57% students have scored 90% and above and
the School Average was 89.4% which is best of
five subjects and 91.3% which is the best of four
subjects. 8 students have scored perfect 100, in

Painting and 2 students in Political Science.

In the Class X CBSE Board Exam too the students
performed exceptionally well.

Our girls’ team emerged champions in the U-17
Invitational Basketball Tournament held at St.
Mary’s Convent School, Kasauli. Sukhman Kaur
was adjudged as the Most Promising Player of the

Tournament.

In a sheer display of teamwork, skill and willpower
our boys’ team was declared Runners’ Up in the
CBSE Cluster U-14 Basketball Tournament 2024.

PGS girls’ team playing for District Solan was
declared Runners-Up in the U-17 State Basketball
Championship held in Mandi.
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Our budding swimmers bagged a total of 76
medals, including 20 Gold, 30 Silver, and 26
Bronze medals in the 1% District Swimming
Championship. Saanvi Sharma and Dev Singh
Rana were declared as the Best Swimmer in the
Under-14 category. Pinegrove School hosted the
15t HP State Level Swimming Championship. Our
talented swimmers excelled, securing the title of
Overall Champions. 2 girls and 8 boys represented
Himachal Pradesh in the National Swimming
Championship.

Pinegrove shuttlers delivered an impressive
performance at the Open District Solan Badminton
Championship, earning 7 medals. Rushaan
Mehtani was declared Player of the Tournament.
2 boys and 2 girls represented Solan district in the

Himachal State Championship.

In the Badminton Tournament organized by the
Ever-Green Sports Club Solan, Aarav Sharma
walked away with the title of Emerging Player of

the Tournament.

Pinegrove’s eves dominated the U-19 District
Badminton Championship and were declared
winners in the U-19 Doubles and Mixed Doubles
categories whilst bagging Runner’s up title in the

U-19 Single’s category.

Showcasing commendable teamwork and skill,
Pinegrove School emerged as the Runners up of
the IPSC Girls’ U-17 Cricket Tournament

in a nail-biting finish, losing in the last over to
Modern School Barakhamba. Vanya Lamba
was declared the Best Bowler, Kanika Chauhan
earned the Best Batter title, Tanya Sharma walked
away with the Best Fielder whilst Khushi Kumari
and Bharti Thakur were named as the second-best
in bowling and batting, respectively.8 girls have
been selected for SGFI Nationals.
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Apart from the 90 Gold, Silver and Bronze Medals

earned in individual events like Swimming, and

Shooting of the 36 Tournaments, participated so
far, this year (2024), we have emerged WINNERS
in 5 and RUNNERS UP in 8 i.e. 36% of the

Tournaments. 2 Tournaments are still to go.

We have till date played 102 Inter-school matches
in multiple disciplines and have been victorious

in 69 encounters (68% winning percentage).

We are happy to state that a fantastic 2/3rd of all
students in the school are participating in inter
school sports in different disciplines. 50 students
have been selected for Nationals this year and
16 students have qualified for Pre-Nationals in
Shooting. We expect our National Players to cross
60 by the end of the year. We’re extremely proud
of this broad-based and widespread participation

in inter-school sports.

Cultural Exchange programmes are an integral
part of the school’s curriculum. This year students

went on educational excursions to the U.S.A.,



Singapore, Hungary, South Africa and Colombia.
Another group will be shortly leaving for Japan
during the Diwali break. 8 teachers’ alongwith 7
foreign students which include 4 students from
Sallie B. Howard in North Carolina and 3 from
DSG South Africa visited Pinegrove School this

year.
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With the purpose of inspiring students and
instilling patriotism, a Howitzer Gun, used in
the Kargil war has been presented by the Former
Chief of Army Staff, General Manoj Pande.
Construction of new state-of-the-art Auditorium,
Dining Hall, Activity & Hobby Centers, Teachers’
Staff Quarters and a new Boarding House, is in
full swing to improve the existing facilities at
Subathu. The newly constructed Administrative
Wing at Subathu is to become operational this
year and two new Lifts have been installed to

make the campus wheel-chair friendly.
